OPERATION: Bright Star
Team Leader’s brief

SCENARIO:


We have recently discovered an enemy base in the vicinity and intend to destroy it by air strike. To prevent friendly facilities being destroyed, we have fixed Ballistic Diversion Devices (BDDs) to our buildings. However, the enemy has captured one of these devices from one of our buildings. We have re-protected the building but the enemy still has this device. While they have the device, the air strike will be pointless.

BRIEF:


Your squad must recover the stolen BDD. The device emits a strong signal so you should have no problems in locating the device. Once it has been recovered, you must return it to your base and defend it until the air strike starts at 2100hrs.


The enemy know the purpose of the BDD, and are sure to have realised the potential benefits of removing them from our buildings, particularly our base. We have received reports of an enemy platoon moving towards your base. We cannot afford to lose this outpost, and so your primary concern must be to prevent the BDD at this base being captured.


PRIMARY OBJECTIVE:

Defend the BDD at your base until the air strike.


SECONDARY OBJECTIVE:
Capture the enemy’s BDD before the air strike.
ADDITIONAL: There have been reported sightings of another unit in the area: we do not recognise them as part of the enemy force, but they could still pose a threat to your mission.

INSTRUCTIONS:


Once your team is deployed, move out to the location of your base. When the StartEx signal is given, you should carry out your attacking and defending tasks. The coloured light at your base represents the BDD. There is a similar light in the enemy’s base, which is your target. You must defend the light at your base while attempting to capture the other light. 


To attack an enemy, you must remove the tape from their back. The enemy is then “dead”, and should take no further part in the exercise. Supervisors will be in the area to ensure that no cheating occurs.


If you successfully capture the enemy light, you should return it to your base and fix it below your own light.


You must defend the light(s) until the EndEx signal is given. When the exercise is over, all equipment from the bases should be returned to the control point. There is no point in attempting to capture equipment after the EndEx, since the organisers will be able to see where both lights were positioned when EndEx was signalled.

SAFETY:


See ACI-EXE-01


The tape should be easy to remove from the opposition, so excessive force should not be used.

FURTHER NOTES:


Any cadet found continuing with the exercise without tape will be removed permanently from the exercise.


Staff members and supervisors are NOT to be attacked under any circumstance.
