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CADET SENIOR NON-COMMISSIONED OFFICER (CDT SNCO)

CONDITIONS OF RANK:

1.
All Cadet Corporals promoted to the rank of Acting Cadet Sergeant (Act Cdt Sgt) or further must understand and agree that their new rank status is to be of acting status only, and will run for a maximum of 12 (twelve) months.

2.
During the above period, the Acting Cadet Sergeant must agree to undertake Wing Headquarters’ Senior NCO course. 

3.
If the above course is completed successfully, their rank status will become substantive upon receipt of their course report from Wing Headquarters.

4.
If the above course is not completed successfully, they will remain in the rank of Acting Cadet Sergeant until such time as they have completed the course successfully.

5.
No Acting Cadet Sergeant will be entitled to progress further up the rank structure.

6.
If an Acting Cadet Sergeant fails to undertake the above course within the twelve month period, they will be required to surrender their rank of Acting Cadet Sergeant to make way for other prospective candidates.

7.
All Cadet NCOs must clearly understand that any personal problems relating to poor discipline, serious misconduct or poor leadership are solely the responsibility of that Cadet NCO. Any actions taken by senior staff in addressing these problems, up to and including removal of rank or, in extreme cases, dismissal from the Corps, must be accepted by the Cadet NCO.

8.
If a Cadet NCO refuses the orders of their superiors, this will be classed as an act of misconduct. However, if their refusal is based on an issue of personal or group safety, then the incident must be reported at the time of the incident, either to the NCO’s immediate superior, or if necessary the next appropriate superior in the chain of command.

9.
All actions, orders and requests made of a Cadet NCO can be questioned, if justifiable, through the appropriate chain of command.

10.
In summary, any Cadet NCO is expected to fully understand and carry out their duties as a Cadet NCO, and to follow the regulations as laid down in AP1919 and follow them to the best of their ability.
