All items of uniform, especially the beret and jeltex anorak, must have your name written inside it. Items found without names in may be returned to stores and you will be billed for a replacement.

3.
A deposit of £10-00 is required when uniform is issued. This is refunded when the uniform is returned.

DRESS REGULATIONS:

4.
Wearing Uniform. Uniform is to be worn on official ATC activities only. Complete uniform only is to be worn: if an item is missing or damaged, you should attend in civilian clothing so that you can exchange or replace the item(s). DO NOT WEAR PARTIAL UNIFORM.

5.
Number One Dress. Worn on formal occasions only. The wedgewood blue shirt is worn with closed collar, sleeves rolled down, and black tie in a double windsor knot. The jumper may be worn over the shirt in winter months (Oct - May) and at other times when permitted. Females should wear No.2SD skirts.

6.
Working Blue Dress. Worn on all other uniformed activities. The working blue shirt is worn open-necked without a tie. The sleeves should be rolled smartly and three fingers in width, to just above the elbow. The jumper may be worn over the shirt (with sleeves rolled down) during the winter months (Oct - May) and at other times when advised. Females should wear No.2SD skirts unless permitted to wear trousers.

7.
General Uniform. The beret should be worn such that the leather band is 2.5cm above the eyebrow, with the badge positioned over the left eye. The loose material should be drawn over to the right. The brassard is worn on the right arm, with the small loop attached to the right shoulder epaulette and the elastic strap around the upper arm. The belt should be fed through the trouser loops so that the buckle is on the left and the tongue on the right when fastening, and adjusted so that the tongue is 2.5cm through the second loop on the left side of the trousers. When in trousers, plain black socks only may be worn. When wearing a skirt, barely-black tights must be worn. Shoes/boots must be black. The squadron has a stock of boots, which may be purchased at reasonable cost. Alternatively, we can advise you on suitable places to purchase from.

8.
Additional Items. There are other items that may be worn with uniform that are not standard issue. These items must be purchased at your own expense. Consult a member of Staff for details of these items.

9.
Uniform Care. All uniform can be washed: however, take care when washing jerseys to avoid shrinkage. Uniform that is the wrong size or damaged may be exchanged for free: however, uniform that is lost will be charged for when being replaced.
