FOOD CHAIN

Exercise Location:


Base – Inside/Outside Hut

Exercise Duration:


15 minutes

PRIOR TRAINING REQUIRED:


None

EQUIPMENT REQUIRED:


“Fox”, “Rabbit” and “Cabbage” (3 items to represent)


2 ropes (river bank)


Rucksack or blanket (to represent the boat)

PERSONNEL LIST:


One team

INSTRUCTIONS FOR ORGANISER:


Lay the two ropes parallel to each other, approx. 2-3 metres apart, to represent the river. Place all equipment on one side of the river.

BRIEF:


You will have 10 minutes from the end of this briefing. The area between the two ropes is a river. You need to cross the river, and also get the fox, rabbit, and cabbage across to the other side. However, there are some restrictions. To cross the river, all members of your team must be in the boat to row across: this means you cannot leave anyone behind on the banks. This also means that you can only fit one of the three items into the boat for any crossing. Note that if the fox and the rabbit are left alone, the fox will kill the rabbit. Similarly, if the rabbit and the cabbage are left alone, the rabbit will eat the cabbage.

MODEL SOLUTION:


There is more than one solution that will work. One solution is: Take rabbit, return empty, take fox, return rabbit, take cabbage, return empty, take rabbit.

POINTS TO WATCH FOR:


No more than one object in the boat at a time. The fox and rabbit, or rabbit and cabbage, are not left together.
